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Kita-Godo Station

A station along the Yoro Line (operated
by Yoro Railroad), Kita-Godo Station
serves as the north entrance to Godo
Town. It provides convenient access to
the town's library.
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Godo Rose Park

This walking path along the Yoro Line
near Hiro Godo Station is approximately
250m in length. Rich with flowers and
greenery, the park features 1,400 rose
bushes that expand before your eyes
from the flower beds.
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Eitokuji Temple

Eitokuji is a temple belonging to the
Takada sect of Shinshu Buddhism. It
houses part of the Shinran Shonin Eden,
a prefectural important cultural property.
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Library

The library building's features a basic
white mortar tone that harmonizes with
the surrounding natural environment.

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Yashado Shrine

Princess Yasha, who married the dragon
god to protect the village, and her father,

Anpachi Dayu, are enshrined here. A
festival is held each year on August 16.

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Shokenji Temple

Shokenji is a temple belonging to the
Honganji sect of Jodo Shinshu

Fureai Park

Features large-sized playground equipment
themed after the dragon god from Yasha ga
lke Densetsu, a legend told in Godo Town,
and open lawn area which can be enjoyed
by the whole family.
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Shiratori Shrine

Made in the same sculpting style used to
create the komainu (Lion-Dogs) found at
Hiyoshi Shrine and the Lower Shrine of Hiyoshi

Shrine. The entire body is like that of a small,
round, full-bodied dog that is simple yet strong.
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This tour route takes you to historical sites in the northern area of Godo, including
the birthplace of the Yashagaike Densetsu, the local folklore of Godo.
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Shinganji Temple

Shinganji is a temple belonging to the
Otani sect of Shinshu Buddhism. It
houses part of the Shinran Shonin
Eden, a prefectural important cultural

property.
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Hakusan Shrine (Ta)

Built during the Tenmon era (during the
1500s). the main deity enshrined at
Hakusan Shrine is Shirayamahime.
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Syoukakuji Temple

Temple of Jodo-Shinshu Honganji sect.
The name is called “grace with age

Jakujyozan myougyouin Shokaku temple”
from ancient times.
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This park features the town's flower with approximately

3,300 rose bushes of around 300 varieties.

recommend enjoying your time here by searching for
your favorite roses in the flower beds which each offer

different fragrances and flower shapes.
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Shimomiya-Area Community Center

This community center is an important hub for lifelong

education.
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Mokuzu Shrine

The main deity enshrined here is Takeminakata. A
feature here in autumn is the beautiful fall foliage
created by the giant ginkgo tree.
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Daigenji Temple
Daigenji is a temple belonging to the Myoshinji sect of
the Rinzai school of Buddhism. A giko school, the

predecessor to elementary schools, was established
here in 1873.
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Sensyuji Temple

Sensyuji is a temple belonging to the Otani sect of
Shinshu Buddhism. From 1830 to 1872, it was a temple
school where many people would gather.
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Kakuyoji Temple
Kakuyoji is a temple belonging to the Otani sect of

Shinshu Buddhism, built by Joshin in 1458 and
converted during the Kansho era (1460-65).
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This tour route lets you visit the historical sites and nature spots of the eastern part
of the town, starting with a park where roses, the town flower of Godo, bloom.
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Kasuga Shrine

Built in the 7th year of the Kambun era (1667), the
Kasuga Shrine Honden features a nagare-zukuri style
cypress bark roof of the Momoyama period. The
carvings that decorate the Honden's pillars and walls
are in great variety. The entire structure was initially
colored in red, white, blue, and green.
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Shogyoji Temple

Shogyoji is a temple belonging to the Otani sect of
Shinshu Buddhism, built by Ene in 1500.
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Wajutei(ring levee)

Although the wajutei (ring levee) was originally built to
protect from floods, it is now home to around 700
cherry blossom trees that form a tunnel. Many people
visit to enjoy the location's scenery.
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Furea| Center

This tour route of Godo" s southern area takes you to the home of a famous calligrapher
from Godo as well as some castle ruins. A tour for the historically-minded to enjoy.
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Higashi-Akasaka is a station along the Yoro
Line (operated by Yoro Railroad) located
on the border with Ogaki City. During
spring, you can gaze at the rows of cherry
blossom trees from the train window.
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The main deity enshrined here is
Takeminakata.
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Shoganiji is a temple belonging to the
Honganji sect of Jodo Shinshu
Buddhism. A giko school, the
predecessor to elementary schools,
was established here in 1875.
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A commemorative monument marks the site where
the home of Hibino Goho, a calligrapher from Godo
Town, once stood. It features a poem by Manyoshu
poet Kakinomoto no Hitomaro which begins with the
words "Higashi no No" (The east plain), featuring the
calligraphy of Hibino Goho. Consists of a
commemorative monument and bust of Hibino Goho.
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Korinin is a temple of the Jodo branch
of Buddhism. It houses the statues of
Komokuten and Tamonten, which are
prefectural important cultural
properties.
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Zuiunji is a temple belonging to the
Myoshinji sect of the Rinzai school of
Buddhism. It is home to a persimmon tree
believed to have been offered to
Tokugawa leyasu when he visited on the
occasion of the Battle of Sekigahara.
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Joenji is a temple of the Jodo branch
of Buddhism. A statue of Yakushi
Nyorai, a municipal important cultural
property, is enshrined here and
displayed each year on August 8.
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The Fureai Center shares its facility with
Child-rearing Support Center "Ohisama,"
which offers a place for pre-kindergarten
children and their parents to enjoy.

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Since the discovery of what is believed to
be the graveyard of the the family of
Nawa lzumi no Kami, it is thought that the
same family set up a castle in which they
lived in primarily from 1573 to 1592.
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A bronze Buddhist altar fitting which measures
23 cm in diameter and has a thickness of 8 cm
at the center. Once kept in the main shrine, it
is now kept by the municipality.
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The castle of Fuwa kawachi
no kami Mitsuharu who
became chamberlain of
Azuchi Castle who later
served Oda Nobunaga. A
3 part of the stone wall of the
inner citadel ruins now
serves as a stone of a
private house, and part of
the moat currently serve as
& 3 cistern water ditch.
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
